Toddlerart ( ages 2-3 )

Okay, Toddlers, you’ve been asking for it–here it is: your first art class at Lola! Toddlerart is for those who haven’t yet started school, or those who attend preschool in the mornings. It includes a couple of small art projects, some stories, songs and messy stuff! Be sure to bring your mum or dad, so they can join in or just watch your artistic talents blossom and grow!

One month (one session a week for 4 weeks) – 160 ytl – max 4 children per group

Kinderart ( ages 4-5-6 )

Kinderart is a wonderful first exploration into art aimed for children still in preschool or in preparation for primary school.  The class will feature age-appropriate projects utilising all kinds of mediums… painting, recycled art, simple printmaking, drawing, felt puppets, collage, simple jewellery and more. We will look at all-time favourite stories such as “The Hungry Caterpillar”, “Polar Bear, Polar Bear” and “Where the Wild Things Are”.

One month (one session a week for 4 weeks) – 160 ytl -  max 6 children per group
1st and 2nd grades ( ages 6-7-8)

This group is for children just adapting to the new demands of primary school. A place where they can continue to develop their creative side. They will paint, sculpt and draw, as well as being introduced to art appreciation and simple history of art. They will also begin reading by themselves and can practise their skills on a variety of classics, such as “Winnie the Witch” and  the “Clarice Bean” books, as well as Ladybird books especially designed for these age groups.

One month (one session a week for 4 weeks) – 240 ytl - max 8 children per group
3rd and 4th grades ( ages 8-9-10 )

This group is for the more mature art and literature student. The children will be challenged to look outside the box, to push their creative talents a little further with more complex studies in perspective, sculpture, fabric work, portraiture and much more. 

Crucially, students will improve their speaking abilities by articulating ideas and expressing feelings about selected works of art and pieces of age-appropriate literature and poetry. They will practise their writing and vocabulary abilities through story writing and various other stimulating and creative literary projects.

One month (one session a week for 4 weeks) – 240 ytl - max 8 children per group
Language Lab ( ages 8 + )

Lola offers both French and Spanish lessons to children who want to begin on a second or even third foreign language. These classes are aimed at beginners who already have a good grasp of English, starting from the 2nd and 3rd grade up. 

Lessons are taught in a more structured way through traditional language games, vocabulary and grammar sheets. There is also speaking, reading and comprehension practice through stories, CDs (and art).

One month (one session a week for 4 weeks) – 200 yt - max 6 children per group
Mums’ coffee and chat

A great opportunity for mums to practise their spoken English in a comfortable relaxed environment. We will have a cup of coffee, and maybe even some cake, as well as chat about current affairs, literature, fashion, politics and whatever else tickles our fancy! This is for those who don’t want to attend a traditional language course, but who still want to improve their spoken English, and have some fun!

One month (one session a week for 4 weeks) – 160 ytl

All fees must be paid in full at the beginning of each month. Any classes missed may be “made up” at any other suitable time during that same month.
